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Before Starting Installation

1. Carefully read all warnings and instructions com-
pletely before beginning.

2. Verify all parts have been received in this kit by
checking the parts list at the end of this document.

3. Only install this kit on the vehicle for which it is
specified. If anytime during the installation you
encounter something different from what is outlined
in the instructions, call technical support at (928)
636-3175.

4. Park vehicle on a clean, dry, flat, level surface and
block tires so vehicle cannot roll in either direction.

5. Measure stroke of kit stabilizer.

Engine Compartment

1. Disconnect both battery cables. Disconnect nega-
tive cable first, then positive cable.

Prepare to Install
Steering Stabilizer
1. Set steering wheel and front wheels straight.

2. Remove hardware and O.E. steering stabilizer if
equipped.

3. Remove rear two steering box nuts from inside
driver frame rail.

NOTE

Adhere to recommendations when replacement fasten-
ers, retainers and keepers are called out in the factory
service manual. When re-assembling the vehicle it is
recommended by the vehicle manufacturer that certain
fasteners are replaced in order to maintain proper
retention characteristics. This system may not include
all replacement hardware as recommended by the fac-
tory service manual. Additional replacement hardware
should be obtained prior to installation of this system to
meet the requirements of the factory service manual.

Install Steering Stabilizer
1. Apply a small amount of kit Loctite® onto threads of

two rear steering box bolts and install kit bracket
(frame) onto inside driver side frame and two rear
steering box bolts with two nuts. TORQUE to specifi-
cation.

2. From 3137BAG: Install kit bracket (tie rod) onto
passenger side tie rod with two kit u-bolts (5/16”-18
x 1-1/4” x 2”), four kit washers (1/4” flat USS), and
four kit nuts (5/16”-18 Nylock). DO NOT TIGHTEN.

3. Install kit boot onto kit stabilizer with kit tie.

 CAUTION

Install kit bracket (tie rod) flange, with four holes, onto
tie rod towards passenger side of vehicle. Maintain at
least 1/4” clearance between kit bracket (tie rod) and
engine oil pan.

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4. From SHBAG70 & 145098: Install body end of kit
stabilizer onto kit bracket (frame) with two kit
washers (stem cup), two kit bushings (stem), and
kit nut (3/8”). DO NOT TIGHTEN.

5. From SHBAG70 & 145098: Install piston end of kit
stabilizer onto kit bracket (tie rod) with two kit
washers (stem cup), two kit bushings (stem), and
kit nut (3/8”). DO NOT TIGHTEN.

6. Set kit stabilizer to previously measured 1/2 of
extended length.

7. TORQUE kit u-bolts to specification.

8. TIGHTEN two kit nuts (3/8”) until kit bushings
(stem) are slightly compressed.

9. From SHBAG70: Install two kit nuts (3/8” jam) onto
kit stabilizer.

10. Turn steering wheel lock-to-lock and ensure kit
brackets and/or kit stabilizer are not interfering with
any fixed or moving suspension and/or frame com-
ponents. Adjust kit brackets and/or kit stabilizer if
necessary.

 CAUTION

DO NOT overtighten kit nuts (3/8”) or damage may
occur to kit bushings (stem).

After Completing Installation
Engine Compartment

1. Connect both battery cables. Connect positive cable
first, then negative cable.

Miscellaneous

1. Check all fasteners to ensure they are tight.

2. Ensure all wires, hoses, cables, etc. are properly
connected and there is ample slack.

Dynamic Vehicle Check

1. Check steering and suspension in all positions to
ensure that there is no bind and adequate clearance
between all moving, fixed, and heated members.
Check operation of clutch, brake system, and park-
ing brake. Check operation of transmission and
transfer case. Ensure there is full engagement in all
gears and 4WD ranges. Check battery connections
and electrical component operations. Test-drive
vehicle.

 WARNING

Retorque all fasteners after 500 miles and after off road
use. All suspension lift components should be visually
inspected and fasteners retorqued during routine vehi-
cle servicing.
